Bathrooms

Lesson Objectives:  Students will be able to a) list the Pride Student Rules, b) explain why the rules are important, c) give examples of what the rules look or sound like in the Bathrooms and d) demonstrate all bathroom procedures.

To be implemented by: All classroom teachers, paraprofessionals, behavior techs, security guards and custodians.

Lesson location: Bathroom

Needed Materials: Bathroom matrix, chart paper and markers.

1. Display “hands up” signal.  Praise/thank students who quickly imitate the signal and become silent.  Remind remaining students of this expectation.  Practice, as necessary.

2. Briefly review Pride Student Rules and the reasons for having the rules.

3. For each question that follows, first pose the question, have students “Turn and Talk with a partner”, then share some answers.  Record student examples under each rule on a chart.

a. “In the Bathroom, what would a visitor see or hear that would show we are being responsible?”

b. “In the Bathroom, what would a visitor see or hear that would show we are being independent?”

c. “In the Bathroom, what would a visitor see or hear that would show we are being dependable?”

d. “In the Bathroom, what would a visitor see or hear that would show we are being engaged?

4. Say, “Let’s compare our list of examples with the matrix (found on  bathroom walls—teachers may want to bring a chart into the classroom).  Were there any important examples of being responsible, independent, dependable and engaged in the bathroom that we missed?”

5. Take a practice “trip” to the bathroom, highlighting examples of appropriate bathroom behavior. [Follow procedures from the PBIS Handbook.] 

a) Students will walk to bathroom silently as a small group with teachers and paraprofessionals.

b) Students will enter bathroom quietly.

c) Students will respond to the “Hands up” signal by making eye contact with the adult, imitating the signal for several seconds, and proceeding in silence.

d) Students will practice entering stall, closing the door.

e) Students will practice checking to make sure the area is clean before leaving the stall. 

f) Practice procedure for cleaning up a mess.

g) If a mess occurs and student can not clean it themselves, practice contacting a teacher or custodian.

h) Then, practice washing hands, throwing away trash, and exiting quickly.

i) Students will learn what to do in case of illness – leave bathroom, return to class, and get a pass to nurse from teacher.

j) Review: Students who use the bathroom independently will be required to have a pass and follow this procedure.
